THE ASSUMPTION OF 

 THE BLESSED MOTHER MARY 
 
 The dogma of the Assumption states: “The 
ever Virgin Mary having completed the course of 
her earthly life, was assumed body and soul into 
heaven.” 
 
 Mary is the woman in the Book of 
Revelation who is “clothed with the sun, with the 
moon beneath her 
feet, and on her head 
a crown of twelve 
stars. She will give 
birth to a son… 
destined to rule all the 
nations.” 
 
 The portrayal of 
the birth of her Son, 
the Messiah, is not 
however the Christmas 
story with angels and 
shepherds and wise 
men. Here, the woman 
is confronted with the 
dragon Satan, who 
seeks to destroy her 
child even before he is 
born.  The Child, 
however, is caught up to God and his throne. 
 
 A scene reminiscent of another 
confrontation that took place between Satan and 
another woman, Eve.  In that case it was Satan 
who prevailed. The “birth” in this instance 
symbolizes the cross. It is on the cross that Jesus 
is enthroned, Satan is defeated, and Christ is 
exalted to the right hand of the Father. 
 
 The woman, meanwhile, flees into the 
desert. While the desert can have several 
meanings, here it signifies a place of freedom 
and safety on earth. The desert also means the 
place where one meets God, and so it is the 
place God prepared for Mary in heaven.  Mary’s 

assumption proclaims the greatness of the Lord 
for “he looked with favor on his lowly servant.” 
She was the agent through whom he was able to 
transform our lives shattered by sin and death, 
and bestow on us a life that never dies. 
 
 St. Paul writes, “In Christ all shall be 

brought to life, but each 
one in proper order.”  Christ 
himself through his death 
and resurrection was the 
first fruit of this new life.  It 
is fitting and certainly the 
“proper order” that Mary 
should be the next full 
recipient of this new life. 
 
 Our hope is to follow 
after Mary. Her “let it be 
done to me according to 
your word”, models the way 
we will be able to achieve 
this hope.  While Mary’s 
response to the 
extraordinary message of 
the angel Gabriel enabled 
God’s plan for our salvation 
to be fulfilled, the response 

itself was not a new one for her.  It simply put into 
words the response she made in her heart every 
day of her life. 
 
 If “let it be done to me according to your 
word” is our response to God each day, then we 
will surely follow Mary into heaven.  As Mary 
proclaimed, God did indeed do great things for 
her, but God had done marvelous things for us as 
well. In Christ he has brought us all to a new life, 
a life that endures forever.

SAINT PIUS X (1835-1914) 
August 21 

 Presidential vetoes we understand. But imagine 
vetoing a papal election! Yet in the conclave of 1903, the 
Archbishop of Cracow (ironically, a predecessor in that 
office of Karol Wojtyla, the future John Paul II) vetoed 
the leading candidate on the order of the Austro-
Hungarian emperor. Instead, the cardinals elected 
Giuseppe Sarto of Venice as Pius X, the first pope, after a 
succession of nobles and diplomats, to hail from humble 
origins. Nor did the papacy alter his endearing simplicity. 
Tailors eventually made his cassock cuffs detachable be-
cause he absentmindedly wiped his fountain pen on them, 
forgetting that his old black cassock had been replaced by 
papal white! Taking as his motto “To restore all things in 
Christ” (Ephesians 1:10), Pius condemned the theological 
innovations called “modernism,” yet dramatically altered 
the then-common practice whereby people rarely received 
Communion for fear of unworthiness, mandating early 
First Communion and urging everyone to frequent recep-
tion. Refusing to bless troops assembled in Saint Peter’s 
Square—“I bless peace, not war!”—he died broken-
hearted as World War I engulfed “Christian” Europe de-
spite his peacemaking efforts.

What does Mary's assumption mean? 
Please tell us where in the sacred Scriptures we find ref-

erences to the Assumption of Mary. Does it mean Mary 
did not die?

Dear Herbert, 

On November 1,1950, Pope Pius XII defined Mary's as-
sumption into heaven, body and soul, as dogma. This 
mystery is discussed in the earliest  writings of  our 
Church fathers and in early artistic expressions. A de-
tailed  fresco  of  the  assumption  at  Saint  Clement's 
Church in Rome dates from the ninth century; a mosaic 
of the assumption at Palermo dates from the twelfth 
century. 

No explicit reference to Mary's assumption exists in 
the Bible, but Scripture is the foundation of this doc-
trinal truth. Scripture says we will all be transformed, 
body and soul, into the new life won for us by the death, 
resurrection, and ascension of Christ. In Defending the 
Dogma of  the Assumption (Munificentissimus Deus), 
Pope Pius XII wrote that Mary, "having completed the 
course of her earthly life, was assumed body and soul into 
heavenly glory" (MD 44).  This means Mary was taken to 
heaven with her body intact and united with her soul. 

The question of Mary's death is still open to debate. 
Many theologians believe Mary's natural, mortal body 
did die, as Christ's did. Most believe she died a natural 
death, but there are some who think she may have been 
martyred. Some believe Mary did not die before she 
went to heaven. But all believe in her glorious assump-
tion into heaven.
