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The First Sunday of Advent 

On this first Sunday of Advent, we are 
warned to be alert, to be prepared. This is well and 
good but for what are we to prepare? 

For some time now, merchants have prepared 
for their Christmas season which for them is in full 
swing. Ironically, they don't really need Christmas 
itself. By the time the day arrives their "Christmas" 
for all practical purposes is over. 

But for what does the Church 
ask us to prepare? The obvious 
response is for the celebration of the 
birth of the Savior. This is true up to 
a point. You may have noticed, 
however, that there is nothing very 
Christmasy in our readings for today. 
And after all, we can't really prepare 
for an event that took place two 
thousand years ago. We do, of 
course, prepare to celebrate the 
remembrance of the event. 

The Church, however, does 
not just look back. When she exhorts 
us to be alert and be prepared, she is 
concerned about what is yet to come. 
This means, first of all, Christ is 
coming to us in grace as he does 
through the liturgy of Christmas. We know the time 
of this coming. How well we understand the 
significance of this coming for our lives, or how 
ready we will be to receive him, will very much 
depend on how well we prepare during these next 
four weeks. 

In a special way, the Church looks to the 
further coming of the Lord for the final time. It is for 
this coming that our readings today warn us to be 
alert and be prepared, for we know not the day or the 
hour. 

 

 

 

Even after we have sorted out all the 
materialistic elements of our Christmas celebration 
and have focused on the spiritual aspects, we may 
still tend to over-romanticize what took place. Few 
things touch our hearts like the birth of a child. The 
Christmas story as given to us by Matthew and Luke, 

however, is not so much a "warm 
and fuzzy" as it is a proclamation of 
the Gospel in miniature, including 
the suffering of Christ. Therefore, the 
Christmas story is a challenge for us 
as to how we will fit the Child who is 
born to us into our daily lives. 

      What happens in our lives after 
Christmas will indicate how alert 
and how prepared we are for the 
coming of the Lord. Will we receive 
him just as warmly and as fully two 
weeks or two months after 
Christmas day as we do on the day 
itself? His coming then will be no 
less real. His saving work no less 
necessary. In other words, the 
Church cautions us to prepare for the 

long haul, not for just one day out of the year. 

       We are the clay and God is the potter who 
has fashioned us into the image of his Son. In and 
through the Son he has provided us with every 
spiritual gift so that we can retain that image and be 
found blameless when the Lord comes again.

Are all sisters nuns? 
Is there a difference between a nun and a sister? 

     Joe 
Dear Joe, 

Both nuns and sisters are women religious, both use the 
title sister, and both profess vows of poverty, chastity, and 
obedience. However, there are differences. 

Nuns belong to religious orders and live in monasteries. 
Sisters  belong  to  congregations.  When  sisters  live  in 
community, they live in convents. Nuns take solemn vows of 
poverty, meaning they cannot acquire property. Sisters take 
simple vows of poverty, meaning they can acquire property 
but not use it for their own purposes. If a sister inherits 
money, she must use it for someone else. She could finance a 
family member's education, for example. 

Nuns usually live in monasteries, and their primary work 
is prayer. If they do another type of work, it doesn't usually 
involve leaving the monastery. Orders of nuns include the 
Poor Clares, the Benedictines, and the Redemptoristines. 

Sisters are usually more apostolic, dedicating their lives 
to professions such as teaching, nursing, or community 
organizing. They're not bound to work or live in convents. 
Orders of sisters include Franciscans, School Sisters of Notre 
Dame, and Sisters of Mercy. 

Sisters and nuns do important work in our Church. 
Whether in cloistered monasteries or in schools, hospitals, 
nursing homes, homeless shelters, or thousands of other 
places, they build up the reign of God.

WHAT IS HAPPENING WITH THE 
PRAYERS AT MASS? 

 At Masses today, Catholic parishes in the United 
States are for the first time in about forty years using a 
new English translation of all the prayers. These prayers 
are found in The Roman Missal, the large book that we 
are accustomed to seeing the priest use at our Eucharistic 
liturgies. In the early part of this century, the late Blessed 
Pope John Paul II called for the original Latin Missal (the 
official prayer book for Mass for the entire Catholic 
Church worldwide) to be re-translated into the various 
languages prayed throughout the world. In particular, he 
and other Church leaders felt that the English translation 
could be improved. He called for new translations that 
would be much more like the Latin texts upon which they 
are based, so that all Catholics throughout the world 
would become more closely united by praying 
translations that were closer to the original. The words 
that we pray at Mass express our beliefs; it is important 
that the translations capture and express these beliefs 
clearly. The translation process has come to a culmination 
now, and today we begin using this new translation at 
Mass.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION  
 Long ago in northern Europe, the growing dark 
and winter weather in Advent forced people to remove 
the wheels from their carts and replace them with snow 
runners. The wheels were hung high in the rafters of the 
house, fitted out with lanterns, and wound tightly with 
evergreen boughs. The first wreaths were windows into 
heaven, a source of light, a comforting sign of the victory 
of the light of Christ over our world’s dark wildernesses, 
its mountainous obstacles, its valleys of need.
