 Where are you staying? When we ask 
someone that question we're usually asking someone 
for an address. What town? What hotel? Where can 
we reach you? The question itself implies a 
transitory situation. We're traveling or we are on 
vacation and this is where we'll, be during such and 
such a time.  

“Where are you staying” has a much deeper 
meaning in the Gospel of St. John. It is the way Jesus 
describes his relationship 
with his heavenly Father. "I 
am in the Father and the 
Father is in me." It is what 
Christ is preparing for us. "I 
am now going to prepare a 
place for you, and after I 
have gone and prepared a 
place for you, I shall return 
to take you to myself so 
that you can be with me 
where I am." 

The question then is 
not about seeking a 
temporary address, it asks where and who is the 
enduring center of life? Our Lord's response is 
"Come and see." Come and see how my whole being 
is focused on my relationship of love with my Father, 
and allow me to show you how you too can enter 
into that enduring relationship of love. 

"So they went and stayed with him that day." 
They began the process of coming to know and 
understand who he was and what he was about. It 
would take time even for the Apostles to really 
understand Jesus. In fact, only when the Holy Spirit 
was sent to them after the death and resurrection of 
the Lord, were they finally able to put everything 
together. For the moment just being acquainted with 
Jesus was enough to fill them with enthusiasm and  

 

 

make them determined to follow Jesus and then to 
seek others who might also be willing to "Come and 
see." 

Centuries earlier , when Samuel realized God 
was calling him, his response was "Speak Lord for 

your servant is listening." 
In our day, the Lord 
continues to call and invite 
us to follow him, and if we 
listen carefully we can hear 
him say, "Come and see." 
Come and begin to 
understand all that I have 
done for you. "Do you not 
see that your bodies are 
members of Christ? You 
must know that your body 
is the temple of the Holy 
Spirit. You are not your 
own. You have been 

purchased and at what a price." 

 The Lord gave his life so that he 
could send his Spirit to enable us to become 
members of his body and thus to share his own 
loving relationship with the Father. We have 
therefore been caught up in the inner life of the 
Triune God. This is where Christ stays. This is where 
we too are invited to abide forever. 

God calls us to himself and we ask "What do 
you want? Where do you live? The response will 
surely be, "Come and see!”

A woman in my parish insists that non-Christians can't 
go to heaven. That's not true, is it?

Dear Rebekah, 

Of course not. The Catholic Church insists that God 
wills the salvation of each and every human being. Jesus 
says this to us and all his flock: "It is not the will of your 
heavenly Father that one of these little ones be 
lost" (Matthew 18:14). Quoting a document from the 
Council of Quiercy, the Catechism of the Catholic Church 
says, "The Church, following the apostles, teaches that 
Christ died for all men without exception: There is not, 
never has been, and never will be a single human being 
for whom Christ did not suffer'" (605). 

The Letter to the Hebrews says that it's the lot of every 
human being once to die and then be judged (9:27). This 
leaves open a broad field of play when it teaches that 
"anyone who approaches God must believe that he exists 
and that he rewards those who seek him" (11:6). On Good 
Friday, the Church prays long prayers for all manner of 
believers and unbelievers, including those who do not 
believe in God. 

Modeling ourselves on our Mother the Church, let us 
leave judgment to God and give ourselves to praying for 
everyone's peace and salvation. As it says in the Letter to 
the Hebrews, we pilgrims are to go "keeping our eyes fixed 
on Jesus, the leader and perfecter of faith"(12:2).

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION  
 Every year, close to the feast of the Conversion of 
St. Paul on January 25, and before the feast of the Chair 
of St. Peter on February 22, the cause of Church unity is 
commended to Christians everywhere. Sadly, Protestants, 
Orthodox, and Catholics have settled to a status quo of 
separation. When baptized people become Catholic, we 
speak of them as being received into “full communion.” 
That means we already share a communion in faith in 
many ways, including the Word of God. Many Protestant 
denominations have received and revised the three-year 
cycle of readings first arranged by Catholics in the early 
1970s. Therefore, many of your neighbors who are not 
Catholic are celebrating and reflecting on the same 
readings we are savoring on most Sundays of the year. 
This makes for a new spirit of cooperation among 
preachers of the gospel, and gives hope that the cause of 
reunion, desired by Christ, has great vitality at the table of 
God’s Word, and will one day lead to unity at the table of 
the Lord’s Body and Blood.
