 On the First Sunday of Advent, November 
27, 2011, Catholic parishes in the United States 
will begin praying the texts of the Mass 
using a new English translation of The 
Roman Missal. This week, we explore 
the Introductory Rites of the Mass. 
 Every time we gather for 
Eucharist, each of us comes with our 
own preoccupations and concerns. The 
Introductory Rites of the Mass are 
intended to draw us out of our own little 
worlds and form us into an assembly of 
God’s people, the Body of Christ, ready 
to render our praise and thanksgiving to 
God. Each element is designed to play 
its own role in uniting us as a worshiping people 

and calling us into God’s presence. We hear each 
other’s voices in the opening song and the Glory to 

God; we remember who we are as 
God’s people through the Sign of the 
Cross, the Greeting, and the Penitential 
Act; and we prepare ourselves for 
today’s particular celebration in the 
opening prayer or Collect. If we allow 
the Introductory Rites to do their work, 
we will be ready to celebrate the 
Eucharist as one people in God.

1) Komen endorses embryonic stem cell research, which requires the destruction of embryonic human life.  
The destruction of human life at any stage of development is never morally acceptable.  Furthermore, 
embryonic stem cell research is completely unnecessary since only adult stem cell research has been proven 
to produce cures and treatments. 
 
2) Susan G. Komen provided $569,000 in 2010 to Planned Parenthood, the largest single abortion 
provider in the country .  It is notable to recognize that PP does NOT provide mammograms.  Although 
Komen claims that their donations are “designated for breast cancer screening,” money donated for a specific 
service directly frees up funds to support other areas of Planned Parenthood’s agenda, like oral contraception 
(which increases breast cancer), “safe” sex education, and abortion services. 
 
3) The Komen website misleads women by denying the link between abortion and increased risk of breast 
cancer.  Multiple recent studies show that women who commit abortion under age 40 are 40% more likely to 
get breast cancer. Recent studies include the work of Dr. Janet Daling, a leading cancer epidemiologist and 
pro-choice advocate.  Daling said, “I would have loved to have found no association between breast cancer and 
abortion, but our research is rock solid, and our data is accurate. It’s not a matter of believing, it’s a matter of 
what is.”  
 
The patients and families who are victims of this terrible illness must remain in our prayers, and we must 
continue supporting those who are suffering or in spiritual, physical or financial need.

What is a mystic? 
I read an article about Saint Therese of Lisieux, and 
someone referred to her as a mystic. What does that mean? 

Mystified 
 
Dear Mystified, 

Mysticism is notoriously hard to define, and so is the 
question of what makes a person a mystic. I believe a certain 
amount of flexibility is permitted in our Catholic culture 
when we describe a person as a mystic. 

On the most basic level, to describe a person as a mystic is 
to claim for them a deep and intimate prayer life, full of 
contact  with  the  divine  presence  of  the  Trinity. 
However, describing a person as a mystic often carries a 
connotation of extraordinary spiritual phenomena like 
visions or ecstasies. 

In his entry on mysticism in The New Dictionary of 
Catholic Spirituality (Liturgical Press, 1993), James  
Wiseman cites an 1899 study that found twenty-six 
different definitions of mysticism and mystical theology. 
Wiseman goes on to describe how two well-respected 
spiritual writers of the twentieth century, Hans Urs von 
Balthasar and Louis Bouyer, disagreed over whether the 
Little Flower, Saint Therese of Lisieux, was a mystic. Von 
Balthasar said no, that Therese's life was free of  
extraordinary mystical phenomena, while Bouyer said yes, 
that mysticism was not a matter of visions or ecstasies, but 
of total abandonment in faith to the love of God.

The Sign of Peace 

 “Greet one another with a holy kiss,” wrote Saint 
Paul to the Corinthians (1 Corinthians 16:20), and he said 
the same thing to other communities as well. The holy 
kiss, the sign of peace, has been a hallmark of Christians 
from the very beginning.

It is never easy to live in community, and we hurt 
each other on the way. So we need to turn to each other in 
a sign of reconciliation and forgiveness, to look into each 
other’s eyes, and give and receive the peace that is not 
ours, but Christ’s.
