The challenge involved is what makes a 

game fun. Whether it's athletic contests, computer 
games, TV game shows or whatever, the 
opportunity to see whether or not we can handle 
the challenge is what keeps us coming back to the 
games time and again. 

 
In the real world, 

challenges over health, 
fami ly or  bus iness 
problems can either defeat 
us or make us stronger and 
better persons. One area 
however, in which we do 
want security is the answer 
to the profound question of 
what is the meaning and 
purpose of our lives. In a 
world of disappointment, 
failure, suffering and 
disaster, we want a God 
who understands us and 
who guarantees our well-
being forever. We want a 
friendly, loving God, a 
God who shelters and 
protects us even in the 
worst of times. And we 
have such a God. But this 
is far too simple a portrait 
of God. 

 
Our Gospel today 

gives a hint of a far more 
complex God, a God of great generosity but 
a God who demands accountability. God 
invites us to his heavenly banquet but he 
requires from us a whole-hearted response 
to his invitation. 

 
In the parable of the wedding feast, after 

several turn down the invitation with various 
excuses, those along the highways and byways of 
life are invited in their place. The invitation comes 
from the risen Christ who remains present in the  

 

 
 

world through Word and Sacrament. We can 
understand then why those who reject the invitation 
to the banquet lose out and in turn we are grateful 
that the invitation has now been extended to us. 

 

What puzzles us is why the 
man who accepted the 
invitation was then thrown out 
for not having on a wedding 
garment. What is this wedding 
garment? We can catch a clue 
from the writings of St. Paul. 
He tells the Romans to "put on 
the Lord Jesus" and the 
Galatians "For as many of you 
who were baptized into Christ 
have put on Christ." The 
Colossians are exhorted, "Put 
on then as God's chosen ones, 
holy and beloved, compassion, 
kindness, lowliness, meekness 
and patience." 
 
 The wedding garment 
then stands for the Christian 
life and those qualities which 
must characterize it. Those 
who accept the invitation 
cannot simply say, "Yes, 
Lord." They must be properly 
clothed with the good deeds of 

Christian discipleship. To enter into the banquet, one 
must act as a full participant.  

 
The invitation has been extended and we 

have accepted. The challenge is to live 
accordingly and thus make sure we will enjoy the 
heavenly banquet forever.

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dear Padre  
Respect Life! 
Dear Padre, 
How far back can we trace the Catholic teaching that 
we are to respect and care for life in all its stages? 

A Pro-lifer 
Dear Pro-lifer, 
     Recently I was teaching a second grade class 
preparing for first penance. When we began discussing 
the fifth commandment ("You shall not kill"), one little 
girt blurted out: "I seldom kill anyone!" It was a cute 
comment that spoke to the fact that, within each of use 
there is an inborn consciousness that knows that killing is 
both wrong and evil. 

  In the fifth commandment, taken from the Hebrew 
Scriptures, the Hebrew word used for kill actually 
means "to murder or kill unlawfully." In the New 
Testament, Jesus not only accepted this Old Testament 
rule but also expanded on it. Jesus dug deeper to unearth 
the principle that lay beneath the law - the principle 
that every human life is of infinite value and cannot 
just be thrown away. Jesus stated that even if we hate 
someone or are angry with someone, then we have 
already violated the principle of the law which says that 
all life is sacred (Mt 5:21-22). 

  Respect for life begins as soon as human life begins. 
At the moment of conception, a new human being comes 
into existence. A very small one, and perhaps one that is 
hard to recognize, but a life that will become more 
recognizably human as it grows older. Every one of us 
was once an embryo. The Church is clear that abortion, 
the killing of an unborn child, is a violation of the fifth 
commandment and the principle of respect for human 
life. This doctrine has been continuously held from the 
early days of Moses and the .Jewish people, to our most 
recent days in Pope John Paul's encyclical letter, The 
Gospel of Life.

FEAST OF FAITH 
Agnus Dei 

 After the sign of peace, the priest breaks the host 
into pieces, and prepares the patens or plates of hosts for 
the assembly. In the early church, “the breaking of the 
bread” was the name given to the entire Eucharistic 
liturgy, so central was this action to the meaning of the 
Christian life. For just as the one bread is broken and 
given to many people, the many are made one in 
receiving it.  
 During this ritual action, we sing an ancient 
litany, calling on Jesus as the “Lamb of God”—the words 
used by John the Baptist when he pointed to Jesus 
walking beside the Jordan River (John 1:29, 36). In 
calling Jesus “the Lamb of God,” John was already 
pointing to the death that Jesus would die: in giving his 
life, Jesus would become the Paschal Lamb of the new 
covenant. During the Mass, when we call on the Lamb of 
God, we call to mind his self-sacrificing love, his blood 
poured out for us, and we ask this compassionate Lord for 
mercy and peace.
